Sectorial Shifts and Value Creation

Science and pharma: Automated hypothesis generation

reduces waste and defects, enabling “lights-out” factories
and autonomous supply chains.

Energy and climate: Novel materials and optimized
grid control enhance efficiency, but large-scale training
runs intensify electricity demand unless paired with
sustainable standards.

Labor Markets, Wages, and Displacement

Exposure gradient: Cognitive service roles—legal analysis,
accounting, marketing, translation, diagnostics—
are highly exposed. Physical and interpersonal roles
(construction, primary care, education) remain more
resilient.

Wage polarization: A “barbell” pattern emerges: elite
integrators and compute owners capture outsized rents,
while many mid-skill roles compress. New high-wage
niches appear in alignment, auditing, and assurance.
Transitions and retraining: Traditional re-skilling will
not suffice. Policies must emphasize task redesign
collaboration.

Compute oligopoly risk: Frontier-capable clusters

Financialization of models: Model IP and weights may
become tradable assets, creating licensing markets and
systemic risks if valuations outpace real utility.
Inequality, Access, and Global Development

Inequality spiral: Returns to capital and scarce inputs
rise relative to labor, pushing inequality upward unless
redistribution or universal access mechanisms are
implemented.
Global divergence: Nations with strong compute
infrastructure accelerate, while others risk dependency
on foreign APIs. Development policy must prioritize
sovereign compute and digital public infrastructure.
Access models: Public-option AI services—audited and
capability-bounded—can reduce exclusion. Without
them, capability stratification hardens along corporate

and national lines.
